4. Apply knowledge that will enhance skills in the use of power tools, hand tools, and 
jobsite equipment such as man lifts, fork trucks, cranes, and other power equipment. 

5. Demonstrate competency in the various skills that are utilized in the construction 
carpentry trade. 

6. Display an understanding of the principles used in management and employer 
relationships. 

7. Apply principles of the construction industry that demonstrates the perception of a total 
building project from inception to completion rather than just one focused craft phase of 
a project. 
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
